OCCUPATIONAL SAFETY AND
HEALTH SMALL EMPLOYER AC-
CESS TO JUSTICE ACT OF 2004

Mr. BOEHNER. Mr. Speaker, pursu-
ant to House Resolution 645, I call up
the bill (H.R. 2731) to amend the Occu-
pational Safety and Health Act of 1970
to provide for the award of attorney’s
fees and costs to very small employers
when they prevail in litigation prompt-
ed by the issuance of citations by the
Occupational Safety and Health Ad-
ministration, and ask for its imme-
diate consideration in the House.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Rep-

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Occupa-
tional Safety and Health Small Employer
Access to Justice Act of 2003”’.

SEC. 2. AWARD OF ATTORNEY’S FEES AND COSTS.

The Occupational Safety and Health Act of
1970 (29 U.S.C. 651 and following) is amended
by redesignating section 32 through 34 as 33
through 35 and inserting the following new
section after section 31:
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
