MEASURES PLACED ON THE 
CALENDAR—H.R. 1206 AND H.R. 4885 

Mr. MCCONNELL. Madam President, 
I understand there are two bills at the 
desk due for a second reading.

debt. 

A bill (H.R. 4885) to require that user fees 
collected by the Internal Revenue Service be 
deposited into the general fund of the Treas-
ury. 

In order to place 
the bills on the calendar under the pro-
visions of rule XIV, I object to further 
proceedings en bloc.

ENERGY AND WATER DEVELOP-
MENT APPROPRIATIONS BILL 

Mr. MCCONNELL. Madam President, 
the top Democrat on the Appropria-
tions Committee recently said that the 
energy security and water infrastruc-
ture funding legislation before us 
marks an ‘‘excellent kickoff’’ to the 
appropriations process. 

This is the first bill of the ‘‘Appro-
priations Committee to come to the 
floor,’’ she said, and ‘‘it signals that we 
are ready to do regular order.’’ I share 
Senator MIKULSKI’s sentiment. It has 
been good to see colleagues working 
across the aisle expressing an interest 
and working cooperatively this appro-
priations season because we know con-
tinued cooperation will be essential to 
a successful appropriations process. 

We have seen plenty of positive signs 
in the Appropriations Committee al-
ready. The committee has already ap-
proved one-third of the 12 funding bills 
on a bipartisan basis. With continued 
cooperation, we will have an oppor-
tunity to pass the first of these bills on 
the floor this week. The energy secu-
rity and water infrastructure funding 
legislation before us is the result of 
many hours of hard work and research. 
It will reduce wasteful spending, it will 
bolster national security, and by ad-

vancing priorities like public safety, 
waterway infrastructure, economic de-
velopment, and energy innovation it 
will impact all 50 of our States. 

This excellent kickoff to the appro-
priations season enjoys bipartisan sup-
port. It advanced out of committee by 
a unanimous vote. It represents yet an-
other example of what is possible in a 
Senate that is back to work. I thank 
the subcommittee chairman, Senator 
ALEXANDER, for working with Ranking 
Member FEINSTEIN to move this impor-
tant bill out of committee. Let’s con-
tinue our work today to get one step 
closer to passage.
